Pretrial Services

Program Description:

Pretrial services programs manage the release of individuals who can be safely monitored in
their communities, so that they are allowed to pursue or maintain employment, participate in
educational opportunities and their normal family lives, with decreased risk of endangering
their fellow citizens or fleeing from justice.

This pretrial services program provides an evidence-based pretrial system which lays the
foundation for public safety and reduced recidivism by providing an assessment-based
recommendation for jail release, reducing potential harm to defendants and their families,
monitored release and support for defendants, and swift response to non-compliance,
therefore holding defendants released on pretrial monitoring accountable. This is one of the
major services the Community Justice Department provides.

Other Programs and Services

Program Objectives:

To maximize public safety, to maximize pretrial release, to maximize court appearance.
Provide an alternative to security for release from custody.

Current research shows that pretrial incarceration is directly corretated with the severity and
length of the sentence imposed at time of conviction.

Provide the Courts with informed release reccomendations, based off of risk assessments,
and community stability factors.

Method(s) of Evaluation:

Pretrial data will include appearance rate by risk level, length of incarceration until release
on pretrial monitoring, and pretrial detention ratio. Data will be collected to reflect the number
of defendants released with or without the posting of security, by case type (felony or
misdemeanor), pretrial risk level, and pretrial length of stay until released. Data will be
collected to reflect the number of defendants who had at least one charge for new criminal
activity which allegedly occurred during pretrial release, by pretrial risk level, case type, and
supervision level (Standard, Enhanced, Intensive, Reduced Pretrial Release). Data will be
collected on assessment scores, charges, monitoring level, and pretrial outcomes. Data
collection will be done through a contracted automated system to enhance the ability to track
dispositional outcomes. Information from the Pretrial Services case management program
will complement additional data collected, including the number of assessments conducted
during the biennium, the ratio of the target population granted pretrial release, the success
rate of participants, including in treatment and programs offered to each client for a more
accurate picture of the outcomes. Data collection will provide a basis to evaluate systems
improvement, impact of early intervention and referral to services, along with enhancing
court appearances, which will result in the reduction of crime and reduced prison
populations.

Program Description:

Community supervision of Justice Involved Individuals (JII's) placed on formal supervision by
the Courts or transferred into Columbia County, Department of Correction releases, and
Short Term Transitional Leave (STTL) Adults In Custody (AIC's). JII's will be assessed using
evidence based tools, by trained staff, for guidance in determining risk level, criminogenic
needs, and needs based upon specialized assessments. The needs assessments will be
used to appropriately connect Jll's with treatment and services to increase their stability and
reduce their risk for re offense. JllI's will be assigned to the appropriate caseload and
supervised based upon their risk to reoffend level. Case plans will be developed
collaboratively, for each high and medium risk JIl. These JlI's will be given priority
surrounding supervision and services. Supervision will include but not be limited to office
contacts, field contacts, referrals to treatment, monitoring for substance use, and victim and
collateral contacts. Sanctions and incentives will be utilized by department guidelines and
available resources to deter violation behavior and reinforce Specialized caseloads will
include domestic violence, sex offenses, and specialty courts.

Transition Services/Subsidy and Housing

Program Description:

Transition services will be provided to incarcerated Justice Involved Individuals (JII's) to
assist in successful transition from custody to the community. This includes direct financial
assistance for the purchase of food, transportation, work clothing, crisis, and transition
housing; as well as services to assist in the development of a release plan tailored to the
JIi's needs. Linking Jii's early on to frontload services and increase chances of access to
limited resources, such as affordable housing stock, is an important element of successful
integration into the community. Release planning involves pre-planning and reach-in
services prior to the JlI's release from prison or jail, coordination of services and
collaboration with other county agencies and community partners. The Community Services
Program Coordinator will review the Jll for appropriate placement intothe in-house
transitional housing program. These clients will be required to submit to random alcohol and
substance abuse testing, random searches, mandatory curfew, and household chores.
Participation in Work Crew to offset rent is offered to JlI's. This service is offered to assist
JII's without a residence.

Program Description: This program provides a sentencing alternative to the Courts, a Iocal intermediate sanction
for Justice Involved Individuals (JIi's) who have failed to comply with supervision terms, and
an alternative to paying rent for JIl's participating in the in-house transitional housing
program. It is also used as an option to furlough from the jail and JII's released under the
matrix program. This program provides work experience for Jll's and an opportunity for
restorative justice; reconciling with the community at large. Clients have the opportunity to
learn prosocial employment skills and teamwork.
